Both organizations carry the vision of the underground Chinese house church
to bring the gospel from China, around the world, and back to Jerusalem.

With only 6 weeks to prepare SINIM Institute, academic support from ASCM, and less than $20,000

to cover operating costs, he pursued the opening of the school despite the growing unbelief from
others that the task was impossible.

When asked where this vision came from, Laien relates that the vision to put up SINIM came from
his elders and church leaders in the Chinese house churches.

Through his father, a SINIM leader in China, he has seen the passion for Back to Jerusalem

Missions, which he also serves as President. "The Chinese are ready and they want to go, " Laien
states.

SINIM will train them for the task ahead, Back to Jerusalem (B2J) will send them where they are
needed.

The Vision of SINIM

SINIM, means "China" in the Hebrew language. It trains Chinese
Christians to take the Gospel into surrounding Muslim, Hindu and
NBuddhist countries considered too dangerous for Westerners.

Founded in August 20, 2004 by Pastor Xu, Laien Xu's father and one of the leaders of the Chinese
Underground Church, SINIM's plan is to partner with the Back to Jerusalem (B2J) Fellowship by
serving as the training ground for Chinese missionaries, and making B2J the sending base for all
missions.

The Asian Seminary (ASCM) provides accreditation coverage and academic oversight for SINIM, in
order to ensure the quality of education it gives its students. ASCM also provides the majority of
teachers, who are mostly ASCM faculty. In addition, Marcia Anderson is ASCM's Academic
Director for the SINIM project.

SINIM currently has 55 students carefully selected by their house church pastors in China, and
approximately a hundred more arriving in December. Students are mostly below thirty years old
and come prepared to be trained, even prepared to die in the mission field.

SINIM, although largely a Chinese Seminary, is open to those who have a clear and definite calling
for missions, and who are formally endorsed by their local pastor.

All students of SINIM are scholars who receive the following benefits:

« airfare

o tuition

e complete documents plus visa
e board and lodging

o allowance

SINIM's facilities in it's Makati campus include an office administration area, dormitory, mess hall,
and classrooms. With an operating budget of $400,000- $500,000 a year or $2,000/student/month,
SINIM is praying for Christians around the world who are able to partner with them in their mission.

In the future, they plan to set-up an internet cafe for their students, and a library, among others.
Computer classes for SINIM students are currently being held at the ASCM Campus.

August 20, 2004. Asked when the students will be arriving, that was date given. And the
reactions were all the same -- doubtfully surprised. Are we ready for them? Where will
they stay? ... Who wouldn't be surprised and doubtful? A few weeks before we were still
contemplating if they will be sleeping on the floors or will we buy them beds; we were
asking ourselves how they will eat and what will they eat. It was really a nerve racking
experience. And talk about pressure!? If August 20 was not enough, we had an August
14 Vision-Mission Sharing to prepare. An event to share the burden among fellow
brothers and sisters as the students arrive on August 20!?

But God was in control...

...everything was given to us in perfect timing. And that was just a glimpse of what God
was going to do as our part of the Back to Jerusalem vision began to unfold...

It wasn't long before the first students began to arrive. We were surprised to see how
young they were and blessed at the same time. These were the youth of China, the hope
of tomorrow, Christ's soldiers training for battle. And it is amazing how they have all
come together in one place from all parts of China. Indeed, it was all so surreal.

After they had been welcomed and settled in, we got to work. On the top of our list --
their travel visas!? Applying for a Student's Visa (9F) for almost 60 students was no easy
feat. Only a handful had brought with them the complete requirements of our Bureau of
Immigration; and along the way, we discovered just how young some of the students
were. This was going to slow down the process. But who can stand in the way of our
Living God?!? Through Him ALL things were and are made possible!? We obtained valid
student visas or special study permits (SSP) for the all the students, allowing them not
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just to stay here in the Philippines but to continue their studies at the Sinim Institute.
God is definitely good!

Now, the students have finished a complete Bible program both in the Old and the New
Testament with visiting teachers from the United States, Hong Kong, and other places?
(Pastor Newman Sze, Pastor Liang, etc) and other local volunteers (Sis. Marcia
Anderson, Bro. Embong Bagalawis, etc). They have also been honing their English
language almost everyday with talented and competent English teachers (Arina Brylko,
Ethel Lizano, Juliet Tan, etc) to aid them in their future missionary lives.

But life has not been easy. Many of the students suffered from an outbreak of dengue
and typhoid fever. They have been in and out of hospitals and the medical bills just
mounted alarmingly. But our God is a God of comfort. Far away from their loved ones,
the Lord continued to strengthen them (and us) as they lay in their hospital beds and
embraced them in His loving arms. He has used many people to look after His children
during these trying times. What's more, He provided for all our needs, may it be financial,
medical, or anything!? He was and is so faithful through and through. We have already
gone through several health preserving measures such as screening ALL windows of the
building (thank you Mrs. Roxas!), fogging the premises (Mr. Ng, thank you), and giving
everyone a vaccination against future health diseases (Doc Rachel, our thanks for your
help). We are glad that the attendance of students in their classes has now been very
good. Not a single student has been absent!

Christmas time was enjoyed by the students. We had an early Christmas party at the
humble abode of Mr. & Mrs. Stephen Roxas, with the students preparing a special
Christmas program. They enjoyed weekend fireworks at the Glorietta, fascinated and
exhilarated by the beauty of lights. The students also had their own celebration of
Christ's birth at the Sinim Institute on December 24. They planned, practiced, decorated,
cooked for days before the party, and as expected, they had a wonderful time (they
re-enacted Christ's birth -- Filipino style!)!

As we look forward to this New Year, we are anticipating closer and enriching ties with
more organizations that are willing to work with us for a common cause. We are
delighted that the group of John Maxwell, a celebrated author and speaker in leadership,
has expressed their willingness to help us in the endeavor of spreading God's word.
Hopefully they will reach mainland China, and impart their leadership treasures there.
We have also linked up with the Billy Graham Evangelistic Association and are expecting
a great partnership with them in the future.

The Sinim Institute passionately embraces the underground Chinese house church to

bring the good news around the world, anticipating an up-coming revolution within the
walls of China, and along all roads leading back to Jerusalem. As we commit to partake
with the remaining work of the world missions in reaching the lost, we look forward to
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more wonderful moments of partnership with you as we labor together towards this
cause.

We are grateful for every support you have rendered to us -- the beds the students sleep
on every night, the van that takes them anywhere necessary, the books that help in
their education, the chairs and tables they use inside their classrooms, the food
prepared every meal time, the prayers, the visits, everything -- thank you.
